To: all interested parties are the Executive Committee, Legislative Committee,
Chapter Officers and SUAAction.

This legislative session is filled with adverse legislative proposals. We have already witnessed legislation
passing in 90 minutes that called for the pension board members to be ousted —those who were appointed by
former Governor Blagojevich. Governor Quinn has 90 days to make his reappointments. In these 90 days,
SUAA has the opportunity to elect two retirees to the SURS board. More information will be forth-coming. It
takes 100 signatures on a petition for each retiree. SUAA will also be recommending certain people to the

Governor as his appointees. Again, more information will be forth-coming.
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Terry Weidner, immediate past president and chair of the nominating committee is calling for Nominees to
the SUAA Executive Committee — April 2009. This is an attachment to this email. Please read it thoroughly

and send your nominations to the State Office by May 10™. Email or mail will be accepted for all nominations.

Attached is an information sheet. 2% refers to proposals for the current employees to contribute 2% more of
their income to their pensions, which means a 2% cut in take home pay; 2% cut in contributions from the state
to the current employees pensions.
